
Place the marker on the curb/sidewalk centered above the storm drain, with the message facing the sidewalk.  Be consistent in placement of the markers throughout the entire neighborhood.
Where to place the marker:
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Marking Instructions:

1. Scrub the area to be marked with a brush or broom.  The surface must be clean, dry, and free of any loose debris.  Sweep up loose dirt, leaves, and litter.  Place garbage in the bag provided.
2. Avoid disturbing newly placed markers for at least one hour to allow the adhesive to set.

3. Use the “Have you seen this fish?” door hangers included in your kit to let the neighbors know what you are doing.  The hangers may be hung on doors, fences, or mailboxes, but NOT placed INSIDE mailboxes.

6. Keep track of the number and exact locations of storm drains you mark on the map and the marking results form.

7. Areas with no sidewalks, place the marker on the street or gutter next to the storm drain, with the message toward the houses or buildings.
8. Avoid placing markers on decorative landscapes such as stamped concrete, bricks, or rock surfaces.  Use on flat surfaces only.
9. First Aid

Skin: Wash skin thoroughly with soap and water.

Eyes: Rinse eyes thoroughly with water for at least 15 minutes.

If any symptoms persist, consult a physician or call your local poison control.
