
Now that you have signed up for storm drain marking, here are some instructions and tips for you and your group:

1. Please complete the liability waiver for each volunteer.  Fill out the volunteer list with names and addresses and complete the sponsor project agreement form.  Volunteers cannot participate without a signed waiver.  

2. Schedule a training session for your group leader with insert your city/county name and/or the responsible individual, review the written instructions, and decide where you would like to apply the markers. Insert city/county name will attempt to honor your request of location, but cannot guarantee you will be assigned your requested location.  Insert your city/county name will provide you with a street map.  Your trainer will collect the waivers at the training session.  Only the group leader(s) need(s) to attend the training session.
3. Pick a warm, dry day.  Check the weather reports and make sure rain is not forecasted.  Ideally, temperatures should be over 40 degrees for the adhesive to cure properly.  Plan an alternate date with your group, in case of rain.

4. Wear old clothes and shoes.  They may get dirty.

5. If you have youth volunteers, make sure you have enough parents or other adults on site to carefully supervise the younger volunteers.  We recommend one adult per six children, age 12 and over, and one adult per three children, age 11 and under.

6. Carry the sponsor project agreement form with you, in case a resident wants to see it.

7. Keep track of the location and number of storm drains you have marked on the project results form.  Note the locations on the map.

8. Contact insert city/county name and name/phone number of responsible individual and arrange to return the kits and project results forms.

9. If you are marking in a residential neighborhood, please hang one door hanger and one litter bag (both included in kit) on the front door of each nearby residence to let the neighbors know what you are doing.  
10.   USE IF POTENTIAL MEDIA INVOLVEMENT.  Storm drain marking is an excellent visual reminder to keep stormwater and our local water bodies clean.  To help spread the word, insert city/county name will be publicizing the marking event to the media, which means a member of the media may approach your group for interviews or to take photos or video footage.  If you DO NOT want to be contacted by the media, please inform insert name and phone number of responsible individual immediately and we will steer the media toward other groups.  However, city/county name cannot guarantee you will not be contacted by the media.  
11.   Please respect a resident’s request not to apply a marker in front of his/her home and notify name/phone number of responsible individual of the location and note this on the project results form.
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
