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Purpose of the Integrated Report

1. reporting requirement of the Clean Water Act, so DEQ must
prepare an Integrated Report to be in compliance with federal
law.

2. 1t provides the public the opportunity to learn about and
comment on the status of all of Idaho's waters.

3. the Integrated Report compiles environmental data and
information from all components of DEQ's surface water quality
program, as well as from other agencies, organizations, and
Individuals, which gives water quality managers a
comprehensive look at the relative quality of all of Idaho's
water bodies and helps them to set priorities and allocate
resources accordingly.




Integrated Report and
303(d)/305(b)

e Prior to 2002, the Integrated Report did not exist In
Its current form. Instead, two documents were
prepared and submitted to the EPA. The first of
these was a list (called a "§303(d) list") of all impaired
waters in the state, as required under Section 303(d)
of the Clean Water Act. The second was a report
(called a "8305(b) report") that summarized the
status of all of Idaho's waters, as required under
Section 305(b) of the Clean Water Act. The
Integrated Report is a combination of these two
documents.



Organization of the Integrated
Report

Section 1: Waters of the State Attaining All Standards
Section 2: Waters of the State Attaining Some (Most) Standards

Section 3: Waters of the State with Insufficient Data and
Information to Determine if Any Standards are Attained

Section 4: Impaired or Threatened for One or More Standards but
Not Needing a Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL)

- Section 4a: Waterbodies with approved TMDLs
- Section 4b: Waterbodies expected to meet standards;

- Section 4c: Waterbodies impaired by pollution (e.g., flow alteration
and habitat alteration) but not pollutants

Beneficial Use Reconnaissance

aguatic insects, conduct fish surveys,
measure water chemistry, and
document habitat conditions in streams

Biomonitoring

e Aquatic insects and fish are very
sensitive to changes in water quality, so
their presence, abundance, and health
serve as indicators of the overall quality
of a water body. Generally, unpolluted
waters support a greater variety of
aquatic insects and fish than polluted
waters.

Environmental interests

Land management/regulatory agencies



What Is a Watershed Advisory
Group (WAG)?

e As per Idaho legislation members will be
appointed to the WAG by the DEQ
Director upon the recommendation of
the Basin Advisory Group.

e WAG meetings are open to all parties
wanting to attend.



What does a WAG do?

e Through the local knowledge and
expertise of the WAG, DEQ will develop

the Subbasin Assessment,
Maximum Daily Load, and

Implementation Planning.

e Throughout the process the WAG will be
asked to review drafts and supply DEQ
with comments and guidance.









TMDL 5 Yr. Review Process:

- Form WAG. Reconvene, If established but inactive

- Review and update previous SBA, TMDL and Imp.
Plan

- Evaluate newly listed impaired water bodies
(assessment units)

- Incorporate new BURP/WB assessment and water
quality data

- Review appropriateness, attainability of
beneficial uses and water quality criteria

- Complete TMDLs for newly listed water bodies
- Documentation of WAG consultation process
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
