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Drinking Water Operators of Public Water Systems classified as Very Small Water Systems (VSWS), Distribution 1 (DWD1), or Distribution 2 (DWD2) are eligible for Continuing Education Units (CEUs) for completion of limited “homework” activities, active participation in an enhanced sanitary survey and follow-up Corrective Action Planning associated with an enhanced sanitary survey. Each eligible water system operator can earn a maximum of 6 CEU hours (0.6 CEUs) that each eligible water system operators can earn.  To receive CEUs, each eligible water system operator must complete all tasks to be eligible for the full 0.6 CEUs.  In advance of the inspector/instructor arriving onsite and upon request, the inspector/instructor will e-mail a copy of the last cover letter and inspection report conducted at the facility to the current operator.
